Details Of Software

5.1: Adobe Photoshop

Adobe Photoshop is software that is extensively used for raster image editing, graphic
design and digital art. It makes use of layering to allow for depth and flexibility in the
design and editing process, as well as provide powerful editing tools, that when
combined, are capable of just about anything.

It was created by brothers Thomas and John Knoll in 1988. In 1989, John sold the
program to Adobe Systems, which marketed it as “Photoshop.” Since then, the program
has become the de facto industry standard for raster graphics editing. It is published for
both macOS and Windows, but not Linux.

Photoshop can edit and compose raster images in multiple layers and supports masks,
alpha compositing and several color models. Photoshop uses its own PSD and PSB file
formats to support these features. In addition to raster graphics, Photoshop has limited
abilities to edit or render text and vector graphics (especially through clipping path for the
latter), as well as 3D graphics and video. Its feature set can be expanded by plug-ins;
programs developed and distributed independently of Photoshop that run inside it and
offer new or enhanced features.

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6.5 Bangla Natok Poster:

Introduction:

The poster was created for a website thumbnail project. The goal was to create a visually
appealing and informative poster that would educate others on the importance of
preserving the environment. To begin the process, Photoshop was opened and a new
document was created with dimensions of 24 inches by 36 inches. The resolution was set
to 300 pixels per inch and the color mode was set to CMYK (Cyan, Magenta, Yellow,
Black) for printing purposes. A light grey color was chosen for the background to match
the theme of the poster.

The first element added to the poster was a header image of the natok clip. This image
was downloaded from the Natok Clip and imported into Photoshop. The image was
resized and positioned at the top of the poster.

Next, a title and tagline were added using the text tool. The font and color of the text
were chosen to match the theme of the poster. A number of other images, such as photos
of animals and plants, were also downloaded and added to the poster. These images were
positioned and resized to create a balanced layout.

To make the images and text stand out more, some adjustments were made to their
appearance. The brightness and contrast of the images were increased using the
Properties panel. The transparency of some of the images was also adjusted to create a
layering effect.

A border was added to the poster using the rectangle tool. The border was set to a
medium width and a dark blue color to match the theme of the poster. The poster was
then saved in the PDF file format to ensure that it would print correctly.

Creating a poster in Photoshop was a challenging but rewarding experience. It required
careful planning and the use of various tools and techniques. The final result was a
visually appealing and informative poster that met the goals of the project. The process of
creating the poster also helped to improve skills in graphic design and image editing.

To begin the process, Photoshop was opened and a new document was created with
dimensions of 24 inches by 36 inches. The resolution was set to 300 pixels per inch and
the color mode was set to CMYK (Cyan, Magenta, Yellow, Black) for printing purposes.
A light grey color was chosen for the background to match the theme of the poster.

Adding elements to the poster:

The first element added to the poster was a header image of the natok clip. This image
was downloaded from the Natok Clip and imported into Photoshop. The image was
resized and positioned at the top of the poster.
