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Chapter Four

Evaluation of Learning
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4.1 Practical Work Experience and Academic Learning

In
here, If you make a mistake at work, you have to take responsibility for it, there is no opportunity
to do the same thing a second time. Also, some assignments have to be broadcasted live, it is not

possible to think about them due to time constraints.

Everything is taught in the university according to our rules of journalism, but these media

houses apply more of their own rules in working.
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4.2 Expectations and Experiences

I have learned much more through this internship than I had expected before starting the
internship. Before starting the internship | thought it would be a place where not everything was
taught by hand. But after entering the internship, | realized that it is not like that. There are many
opportunities to use your knowledge and if you make a mistake, the seniors help you in many

ways to correct it.

At first, | wanted to prepare my internship paper using my own knowledge after entering the
internship, but then they asked me to prepare the report after some direct work experience. From
there they guided me in the right direction. They allowed me to work directly in the field to gain
