Published in Bengali daily, The Daily Manabzamin is a prominent tabloid newspaper in Bangladesh 

that is distributed from Dhaka. It has 19,000,000 monthly pageviews on its online version, making it 

the first and most widely distributed Bengali tabloid daily in the world. The website is one of the most 

popular Bengali-language online magazines in the world, with 1.6 million visits each month from 189 

different countries. It is among the top 1% of all websites worldwide and is listed among the top 500 

newspaper websites in the world. Additionally, the newspaper is the only one in Bangladesh with 

accreditations from FIFA, UEFA, and the English Premier League. Additionally, it is affiliated with 

Warner Bros. and Sony Pictures. in advertising for motion pictures, such as Casino Royale, Superman 

Returns, and Batman Begins. 

 

The only newspaper in Bangladesh, The Daily Manabzamin, has a special website for the 2010 FIFA 

World Cup in South Africa, complete with player biographies, team statistics, and the newest rumors. 

One of the news outlets in Bangladesh with the quickest growth is the website, which is rated 15th. 

It is currently ranked number two among Bengali-language newspaper websites and among the top 

five Bengali news websites globally.

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1.1 What is internship?
