Its programs include news, Bengali songs, English songs, band songs, weather updates, traffic 

updates and market prices. 

Radio Aamar is now one of the most popular FM radio stations in Bangladesh. On October 2008, 

the frequency of the station was changed to 88.4 FM in Dhaka.  

Radio Aamar 88.4 FM is owned by Uniwave Broad Casting Media Limited Radio Aamar began 

its formal transmission on 12 December 2008. Since then the radio station is continuing non-stop 

transmission for 24-hours every day and on air various program and news bulletins. Actually it is 

based on 24-hour information and entertainments programs. The office of Radio Aamar 88.4 FM 

is located at the heart of the capital city Dhaka. 

 Radio Aamar88.4 FM promises bound to satisfy valued listeners -- their inspiration and opinion 

are their guidelines. Radio Aamar88.4 FM upholds struggles of Bengali nation as well as their 

culture, heritage and history in Bangladesh and all over the world.

Radio Aamar is most popular is love 

guru program it is the best show of all the FM station of Bangladesh.

       Chapter Four
